o The net operating profits from the core business of major banks remained

unchanged from the previous year. The decrease in the interest income was offseted

by the increase in the profits from sales of debt securities.

o Net income decreased from the previous year by 5.5 percent. Although the decrease

of losses on equity securities and credit related expenses contributed to the net

income, tax reform aggravates the net income.
